GOVERNMENT SUPPORT FOR THE 10‑YEAR REVIEW OF TASMANIA TOGETHER WELCOMED
Mr Bob Campbell, Chair of the Tasmania Together Progress Board, today welcomed the Government’s funding commitment of $180,000 to support the 10 Year Review of Tasmania Together.  

“Tasmania Together is a community plan, but Government support and influence is critical to achieving a range of the goals and benchmarks” said Mr Campbell. “It is good to hear that the Premier intends the Government to be an important participant in the 10 Year Review”.

“2020 seemed a long way off when Tasmania Together started, but in 2010 we are now half way to the destination. We are going to conduct a 10 Year Review of Tasmania Together and consult with the Tasmanian community to see if the plan needs to be updated to reflect changes over the last five years.”
“We want to know what is important to Tasmanians, to make sure the plan is still reflecting community priorities. A lot of things have changed in the past five years, and it is important to find out how these changes have affected Tasmanians and their views about the future.”

Tasmania Together is an ambitious long-term plan developed by Tasmanians for Tasmanians.  It outlines what we want for ourselves and our children in the year 2020.  
Tasmania Together is also a comprehensive measurement system that tells how Tasmania is going. There is now ten years worth of data about Tasmania’s performance against the goals and objectives of Tasmania Together. The 10 Year Review consultation process will start in September 2010 and will include a series of community forums held across the State, the distribution of electronic and hard-copy questionnaires and a variety of consultation methods that will enable as many Tasmanians as possible to have their say and influence the future direction of the plan. 

“We want as many Tasmanians as possible to have the opportunity to contribute their thoughts about the future of Tasmania. Having a say does make a difference” said Mr Campbell 

The key message for the Review is “Speak Today Shape Tomorrow” and by taking part in the review, individuals can help shape the goals and benchmarks that will become statewide priorities for action.”
