The 4th May 2006, the first Day of Agfest marks a significant day for the Country Womens Association in Tasmania and Tasmania Together as they jointly commit to working in Partnership in pursuit of their common goals. 


The Agreement was signed by CWA State President, Mrs Lesley Young and Tasmania Together Progress Board Member Kem Perkins at the Quercus Rural Youth Park at Carrick at the CWA Site at Agfest 1033 on 10th Avenue.

Mr Perkins said “Tasmania Together is the community plan for the future of Tasmania. It was put together by the community and outlines what Tasmanians – including young Tasmanians, said they wanted for the future of our state. It is a vision which we hope will be realised by the year 2020 – 14 years from now.”

“Tasmania Together is particularly important for people living in the rural areas of Tasmania as we need their communities to remain strong” said Mr Perkins

The partnership recognises the work of the CWA in Tasmania and the contribution it is making to the achievement of:- 

Goal 1
Ensure all Tasmanians have a reasonable standard of living with regard to food, shelter, transport, justice, education, communication, health and community services.

Standard 2
To ensure healthy, safe and fair workplaces

Indicator 2.1 Number and severity of workplace accidents and illnesses 

The CWA does and will continue to promote farm safety and child safety by working with organisations such as Farmsafe Australia.

Goal 5 
Develop an approach to health and wellbeing that focuses on preventing poor health and encouraging healthy lifestyles.

Standard 5.1
Improve Tasmanians’ health through promotion of a comprehensive approach to a healthy lifestyle

The CWA continues to promote a healthy lifestyle across the board.

Goal 7 
Foster and value vibrant and diverse rural, regional and remote communities that are connected to each other and the rest of the world.

The CWA continues to work on issues regarding rural, regional and remote communities. As an Association and at Branch level, issues are discussed and acted upon.
Goal 8 
Provide a valued role in community life for Tasmania’s young people now and in the future.

The CWA works with the Rural Youth Organisation in Tasmania in many different ways each year, i.e. by providing judges for their competitions; by coordinating where possible on joint workshops; and, by attending meetings of Rural Youth to be aware of their goals.

Mrs Lesley Young  said “ 2006 marks the 70th year of CWA in Tasmania. Over those 70 years members have upheld the Association’s objectives and they will continue to work on issues especially those concerning women and children. The many achievements over those 70 years also relate to the goals of Tasmania Together which forms a community plan for the future of all Tasmanians.

“Our organisation is thrilled to become a partner of Tasmania Together and continue to work for a better Tasmania.” she said.

Mr Perkins noted that “These are exactly the sorts of opportunities that people need if we are to continue to build vibrant, and diverse rural, regional and remote communities that are connected to each other and the rest of the world”.

The idea of the Partnership Program is to develop a coordinated approach to reaching or progressing specific Tasmania Together goals and benchmarks.

Tasmania is now making real progress towards achieving the goals and benchmarks, but for the State to achieve its vision, it is important that we all work together.

Today the CWA in Tasmania becomes Tasmania Together’s 30th official Partner.

Mr Perkins said that “Through the Agreement the Board will gain a clearer understanding of the work being done and the obstacles being faced in achieving particular goals.”
