ISLANDS COMMUNITIES CONSULTED IN TASMANIA TOGETHER REVIEW

Tasmania’s island communities are being consulted in the current five-year review of the Tasmania Together plan for the State.

Consultation sessions are being conducted on Flinders and King Islands and the Tasmania Together information bus travelled to Bruny Island last week to collect comments.

Tasmania Together Progress Board representatives attended the Flinders Island Show on 21 October and will be on King Island on the 24 and 25 November.

Chairman of the Tasmania Together Progress Board, Bob Campbell, said the review was encouraging considerable valuable input and all this would be taken into account in updating the Tasmania Together 20-year plan for the State.

Mr Campbell said it was important that people in smaller centres and island communities were able to participate in the review.

“The information bus is visiting 80 locations in 90 days and a wide range of issues has been raised in the review consultation so far,” he said.

“People are telling us how their lives have changed in the past five years, the issues that are important to them and the changes they believe should be made for the future,” he said.

“Many of the comments relate to personal concerns such as moving house, securing employment, child and aged care, and not unexpectedly, there has been considerable discussion recently regarding the increase in the cost of petrol and the future of Tasmania’s rail freight services.

“All these issues are important and it emphasises the value of public input in reviewing Tasmania Together after its first five years.”

As well as jumping on the bus and attending consultation sessions, people can have input to the Tasmania Together review in a number of ways.
